[bookmark: _GoBack]Guide to voting your proxy for the Celtic PLC AGM

Use the link in the email sent to you from Celtic PLC or go directly to www.investorcentre.co.uk/eproxy
Enter the Control number which you will find in the email or on the middle (grey) section of your Attendance Card which was sent to you
Then enter your Shareholder Reference Number and your PIN number – which again you will find in the email from Celtic PLC or in the grey section of your Attendance Card
Tick the first box if you want to proxy the voting rights on your total shareholding
If you wish to proxy your vote to the Chairman then do so. 
If you wish to proxy your vote to the Celtic Trust then type the words ‘Officer of CT’ in the appropriate box
If you wish to proxy your vote to any other named person then type their name in the box
If you do not indicate how you wish your proxy to vote then your proxy can cast your vote in whatever way they wish
If you proxy your vote to the Celtic Trust we would, in the absence of any indication to the contrary, vote in line with our democratic decisions.  
If you indicate your wishes then that is how your vote will be cast. We would encourage you to do this because it means your vote will be counted during the meeting even if a poll is not called for a given resolution.
You can then enter an email address so that you get a list of your voting intentions and your named proxy sent to you.
The following is a direct quote from the email sent to shareholders which we reproduce here for your convenience:
To be effective, all votes must be lodged by 11.30am on 14th November 2017.
